Stepping through the smart double-glazed front door with attractive side light, a 

welcoming entrance vestibule greets you, featuring a stylish arched display shelf with 

integrated lighting. Stairs rise to the first floor, while a door leads to the airy living room. 

Here, a large bay window floods the room with natural light, creating a warm and inviting 

atmosphere enhanced by twin ceiling lights, elegant coving, and a electric fire 

complemented by a wood fire surround with marble back and hearth. Arched access 

connects the living room to the dining room, ideal for both family meals and entertaining 

guests. Patio doors from the dining room lead into the conservatory, a tranquil space 

with UPVC glazed panels and door to the garden—perfect for enjoying views of the 

rear garden whatever the weather.  

 

The fully fitted kitchen, thoughtfully designed with a comprehensive range of wall and 

floor units, marble-effect worktops, and integrated appliances including an induction 

hob, double oven, dishwasher, fridge, and freezer. The kitchen also provides practical 

access to an understairs storage space, the garage, and a convenient side entrance 

vestibule offering additional utilities, such as plumbing for a washing machine and a 

downstairs cloakroom. 

 

Upstairs, the first floor landing provides access to four bedrooms, family bathroom and 

loft space which is boarded with ladder access and light. The principal bedroom 

features built-in sliding wardrobes, a feature arched shelf with lighting, and an en suite 

shower room with mains-fed shower. Two further double bedrooms each enjoy fitted 

wardrobes and pleasant outlooks to both the front and rear, while the fourth, a generous 

single, currently serves as a study. The  family bathroom is fitted with a panelled bath 

and overhead mains shower, complemented by tasteful tilework. 

 

Externally, the property benefits from a lawned front garden, a driveway for up to two 

vehicles, and a single garage equipped with electric roller shutter door, light, power, 

and extra storage shelving. The fully enclosed rear garden is beautifully maintained, 

offering a paved patio with pergola, mature flower beds, trees, and shrubs. An arched 

trellis leads to an additional patio seating area, a delightful suntrap, perfect for outdoor  

 



  

dining or relaxing, and a useful garden shed for storage.
